There is much that can be said about our ministry over the c ourse of any given year, and this one is 

no exception.  There has been much to celebrate and there have been challenges.   

 

What is listed below in the statistical portion of my report and in the written reports from our 

committees that follow convey those  joys and challenges.  What I invite you to do with me is not 

only reflect on the past but imagine where God might be leading us in a new year and a new decade. 

 I will not be speaking specific detail, but in broad general ways that I trust will lead to 

conversations among our members.  Those conversations can help generate the specifics and lead to 

other ideas for how we live our life as a congregation here on the hill.  As you come up with ideas, 

share them! Share them with committee chairpersons, council  members, our staff and me.  The 

Holy Spirit is at work among us, guiding and leading us in faith.  What results from faith is action.   

 

The Bible: What does it say?  This is always an important question before us.  There are Bible 

passages and verses tha t are frequently quoted and it is assumed that everyone knows what it 

means. However, we are living in a period now where we cannot assume that everyone, regardless of 

how frequently they come to church, knows the basic bible stories.  What opportunities e xist for us 

to meet this challenge and to help people not just learn the Bible but help people to see how it 

relates to our daily lives?   

 

The Economy.  Economic realities touch our lives and have an impact on our ministry.  The point 

here is not to moan about it.  Rather, what opportunities exist for us to help individuals meet these 

economic challenges?  How can we continue to do ministry beyond our walls while at the same time 

caring for the physical things God has given us?  I firmly believe that this does NOT need to be an 

either or question.  How we do ministry in the community and beyond while caring for what we have 

is a BOTH/AND question.  

 

Communication.  There are many layers involved when we speak about how to communicate with 

one another.  There  are many people who can use the latest technologies as easy as breathing.  Cell 

phones, Facebook, twitter, e -mails, web  sites can be very intimidating to other persons.  

Furthermore, how do we communicate with those persons we love that struggle with poor  eyesight 

or hearing, and who may be living in nursing facilities?  Communication goes beyond sharing 

important details about coming events or sudden changes of plans.  How do we communicate with 

people in such a way as to help them feel connected to this congregational family?  

 

As you can see, these are very broad topics.  Again, please share your ideas!  In closing this portion 

of my report, I ask you to join with me in sharing a word of thanks and appreciation to our church 

staff. Karen Booley ð Financia l Secretary, Dale Rolla ð Treasurer, Ray Hamill ð Organist and Choir 

Director, Shane Morrison ð Bell Choir Dir ector, Darlene Metzler ð Sexton , Ann Frye ð Secretary, and 

Pat Hohman ð Christian Education Coordinator.  With the 2010 proposed budget, the Chris tian 

Education Coordinatorõs position has been eliminated.  But I do extend my heartfelt appreciation for 

all the work that our staff does that frequently is done behind the scenes.  Please pass along to 

them your thanks for all their work.  

 

It is also app ropriate to thank all the many volunteers who give of their time to the ministry of our 

congregation.  Our committee members, Sunday school teachers, womenõs circles, catechism 

teachers, mentors, youth, baptismal sponsors, and council members all give of t heir time in so 

many ways.

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This year, our congregation took on a new social advocacy role as we participated with thousands of 

churches a cross the country in òBread  for the World Sunday.ó òBread for the Worldó 

describes itself as òa collective Christian voice that creates hope and opportunity for hungry 

people.ó Through its leadership, individuals are inspired and educated to use their role as 

citizens to alleviate poverty by communicating with their nationõs decision-makers, 

encouraging them to òpass legislation that provides assistance and resources to people in our 

own country and around the world.ó 

 

Training and social action gatherings were attended by Sandra Freeman, and Dick and Ellen Briggs, 

and we tried our hand(s) at contacting our Congressmen by letter and in person to advocate 

for foreign aid reform legislation, seeking long -term solutions to the growing problem of world 

hunger. B eginning in July, Pastor Mark began highlighting hunger programs in which our 

congregation participates, while Sandy, Dick and Ellen visited the adult education classes to 

introduce òBread for the World òand  to prepare for participation in the fall òOffering of 

Lettersó 

 

Members of our congregation were invited to a coffee hour on November 1 st, to learn more about 

òBread for the Worldó and to view òBreadõsó educational DVD. Then, if moved to do so, they 

were invited to write a personal letter to their Hous e Representative or to their Senator 

encouraging them to co -sponsor one of two foreign assistance bills aimed at alleviating world 

hunger by streamlining foreign assistance and including development   as a priority, along 

with diplomacy  and defense, as the basis of our foreign assistance policy.  

 

Members of our Congregation were so responsive. We were able to report to òBreadõsó Regional 

Director, Larry Hollar, that about 28 members attended our gathering and watched the DVD. 

As a result, 25  letters were sen t to our Congressmen and 4  offering envelopes were received 

to further the work of òBread for the World.ó We also enjoyed the fellowship of òsharing 

breadó on behalf of hungry people. 

 

We are grateful to the congregation for their partnership in the minist ry of òBread for the World,ó 

and we hope to gather again for a spring Offering of Letters, which will focus on legislation 

addressing domestic hunger.

Most of these tasks are done on a regular basis; however, there are 

frequent calls for òemergencyó needs and our volunteers are great about stepping in whenever 

the need arises. There are well over 200 recipients being served.  

 

One of the big projects each year is the leaf raking event which takes place in November. The 

confirmation students were asked to help this year as five recipientsõ leaves were raked and 

in some cases, bagged.  Thanks to all who helped in this project.  

 

Early in November each recipient was visited and presented with the gift of an Advent Wreath. The 

wreath include d a message and a gift to open for each Sunday in Advent and one for 

Chris tmas Eve. Recipients look forward to receiving their Advent gift each year.
